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MRI Brain –Epilepsy protocol

Multiplanar, multiecho MRI of the brain was performed. Temporal lobes were evaluated in detail with thin oblique coronal T2W, FLAIR & IR sequences. 

· Cerebral parenchyma appears normal with no focal or diffuse area of altered intensity.

· Cortical convexity sulci and sylvian fissures appear normal.

· Ventricular system is normal.

· The basal ganglia and thalami appear normal.

· The brainstem and cerebellum are unremarkable.

· Hippocampal formations appear symmetric in size. 

· There is no signal abnormality seen in the hippocampal formations on the T2W images.

· Their internal architecture is well seen, bilaterally.

IMPRESSION :- 

Both hippocampal formations appear normal in size and morphology .

No evidence of any other focal abnormalities identified in brain parenchyma.
