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MRI Fistulogram

Multiplanar, multiecho MRI FISTULOGRAM was performed.

Well defined fistulous tract is noted with external opening at 9 o clock position extending for a length of approx. 5.5cm passing through the extrinsic anal sphincter into the intersphinteric plane. This tract is seen extending in the intersphincteric plane in a horse shoe manner to the left side with a left ischiorectal fossa abscess measuring approx. 1.4 x 1.6 x 1 cm. Multiple secondary tracts are also noted extending posteriorly through the extrinsic sphincter reaching upto subcutaneous plane for a lenght of approx. 3.5cm. The internal opening into anal canal is located at 6 o clock position. No obvious supralevatoric extension of this abscess is noted.

Rest of the visualised pelvic structures appear normal.

Visulaised bones show normal marrow signal intensity.

           Complex trans-sphincteric fistula as described with secondary tracts extending posteriorly and a left ischiorectal fossa abascess. (Grade IV- St. James University Hospital classification)
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
