Multiplanar, multiecho MR of abdomen  with MRCP was performed.

· The P.D in the tail shows 

· The P.D in the head , neck and body appears normal in calibre with smooth margins {measures 2mm}. The pancreatic parenchyma in head, neck and body region appears normal.  

· The flow voids of the coeliac, superior mesenteric artery and portal vein are well visualised and appear normal. The proximal splenic vein in the region of the hilum and tail of pancreas is not visualised and likely to be thrombosed. Distal portion of the splenic vein, superior mesenteric vein and portal confluence show normal flow void. 

·  The liver appears normal with no  focal lesion.The IHBR are not dilated.The GB is well distended and appears normal.The CBD is normal in caliber. Both adrenal glands  and kidneys appear normal in size and signal intensity.

No retroperitoneal adenopathy is seen.
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
