MRI  BREAST

MR Breast was performed in axial and sagital planes. Axial T2 W1 TRIM images were obtained using 4mm slices. Axial T1 FL3D sequence was obtained using 0.8mm slices. In addition dynamic contrast enhanced T1 FL3D sequence was obtained using 10 ml gadobenate dimeglumine injected at the rate of 1ml/sec. Post contrast T1 FL3D sagittal images of both breasts were obtained. Post processing was done using wash-in, washout, time to peak, MIP and enhancement intensity maps.

No evidence of any other focus of abnormal signal intensity was identified in either breast.

There is no evidence of ductal dilatation.

No evidence of any mass lesion is identified.

This is a MR mammographically dense breast.

There is no evidence of skin thickening. The nipple areola complex is unremarkable. The underlying left pectoralis muscle reveal no abnormality. No evidence of any significant axillary or breast lymphadenopathy is seen.
