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   MRI – HIP JOINTS

CLINICAL PROFILE:

Multiplanar, multiecho plain MR of the hip joints has been performed.  

· The head and neck of both the femori show normal marrow signal and  appear normal. The femur heads are contained within the acetabulum bilaterally.

· The acetabulum and rest of the visualised pelvic bones show normal marrow signal and  appear normal.

· Both the hip joint spaces appear normal. 

· The articular margins and cartilage appear normal. 

· The acetabular labrum appears normal.

· There is no joint effusion.

· The peri-articular soft tissues appear normal.

· Both the SI joints appear normal.

· The intrapelvic soft tissues do not show any significant abnormality.
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
