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MRI – NECK 

Multiplanar, multiecho MRI of the neck has been obtained. 

· The nasopharynx and oropharynx and laryngopharynx appear normal.  The lingual and sublingual areas are unremarkable. No fluid collection is seen in the parapharyngeal regions. There is no significant tonsillar enlargement. The epiglottis and Vocal cords appear normal. 

· The neck spaces and salivary glands appear normal. 

· Major vascular structures and muscles of the neck are normal. 

· Cervical spine shows no abnormality. 

· CV junction is normal.
