X-RAY  -  BARIUM SWALLOW STUDY
Barium swallow was done using high density barium, films were taken in lateral and oblique views.. 

Findings:

· Free flow of barium is seen in the  Oesophagus. Oesophagus is small   in size throughout its length and shows multiple strictures in the middle and lower third without significant hold up of barium.

· Gastro oesophageal junction is normal in position.  No obvious herniation of the stomach seen above the diaphragm.  

· Visualised stomach and proximal small bowel loops are normal.

IMPRESSION: 
SMALL SIZED OESOPHAGUS WITH MULTIPLE STRICTURES. 
Known case of Epidermolysis bullosa under follow up.
