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BARIUM ENEMA

Clinical Profile: Constipation since 10 days. 

Procedure: Under aseptic precautions Barium was injected in the Rectum from infant feeding tube. 

Baby could not hold Barium and passed stool immediately. 

OBSERVATIONS:

Barium has passed smoothly through the rectum, sigmoid colon and upto distal descending colon only. 
Rest of the large bowel could not be evaluated. 

No evidence of dilatation / hold - up / narrowing / stricture.

Mucosal surface appears to be normal.

Rugaes are well delineated.

No mass / filling defect.

No intrinsic / extrinsic pressure effect.

IMPRESSION:

· No significant abnormality detected. 
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
